ICEBREAKER: “Stupid People Tricks”

OPENING PRAYER:
In the first Letter to the Corinthians, Paul call us to be “Fools for Christ”.
Let us reflect on the fact that there is a built in foolishness to our faith. In the wisdom of God, foolishness is a part of our
religion. In using this word "fool," Paul isn’t insulting our faith. He’s saying that God’s ways are often not our ways. And
that God’s ways will often appear foolish in the world’s eyes.
Let us remember some of Jesus’ most distinctive teachings:
- if someone strikes you, turn the other cheek
- if someone asks you to walk a mile with them, go two
- if someone asks you for your shirt, give him your jacket, too
- love your enemies, pray for those who persecute you, and bless them
- if you lose your life for God’s sake, you’ll gain it
-the greatest among you is the servant of all.
- there is God in the poor, in the "least of these"
- there is salvation in a man dying on a Cross
Let us pray that we can have the courage to be “fools for Christ” as we continue our Lenten Journey.
